I
the LORD search the heart, I try the reins, even to
give every man according to his ways, and according
to the fruit of his doings."

Realizing that God knows and sees our hearts and
deepest desires, we read that sometimes He lets us
go and even drive a while or "Try the reins" to test
us! This doesn't mean we're in His will or have His
blessings! We can all choose to live outside God's
will, but know that we WILL pay the consequences.
