Sadly our walk with
God is much the same; we promise more bible
studying, more prayer time, or more time working
for the Lord, yet we never seem to make time for
them!

Ask yourself this question: How many has bought or
given a gift to someone less fortunate?

What about just an encouraging word
to a stranger we saw in Walmart with their head
hung low?? If we just gave a little of our time and

blessings God has bestowed upon us, we could make
a big difference and actually let our lights shine in
this dark and dreary world.
